“You are the light of the world. A city set on a hill cannot be 
hidden. (15)Nor do people light a lamp and put it under a 
basket, but on a stand, and it gives light to all in the house. 
(16)In the same way, let your light shine before others, so that 
they may see your good works and give glory to your Father 
who is in heaven."

Daniel 1:15–16 (ESV) 

“At the end of ten days it was seen that they were better in 
appearance and fatter in flesh than all the youths who ate the 
king’s food. (16)So the steward took away their food and the 
wine they were to drink, and gave them vegetables." 



NO OTHER GOD IS ABLEDANIEL 3:25-30
Daniel 2:48–49 (ESV) 

“Then the king gave Daniel high honors and many great gifts, 
and made him ruler over the whole province of Babylon and 
chief prefect over all the wise men of Babylon. (49)Daniel 
made a request of the king, and he appointed Shadrach, 
Meshach, and Abednego over the affairs of the province of 
Babylon. But Daniel remained at the king’s court." 



NO OTHER GOD IS ABLEDANIEL 3:25-30
Haggai 1:4–6 (ESV) 

“Is it a time for you yourselves to dwell in your paneled 
houses, while this house lies in ruins? (5)Now, therefore, thus 
says the Lord of hosts: Consider your ways. (6)You have sown 
much, and harvested little. You eat, but you never have 
enough; you drink, but you never have your fill. You clothe 
yourselves, but no one is warm. And he who earns wages does 
so to put them into a bag with holes. 



NO OTHER GOD IS ABLEDANIEL 3:25-30
Haggai 1:7–9 (ESV) 

“Thus says the Lord of hosts: Consider your ways. (8)Go up to 
the hills and bring wood and build the house, that I may take 
pleasure in it and that I may be glorified, says the Lord. 
(9)You looked for much, and behold, it came to little. And 
when you brought it home, I blew it away. Why? declares the 
Lord of hosts. Because of my house that lies in ruins, while 
each of you busies himself with his own house."

Haggai 1:10–11 (ESV) 

Therefore the heavens above you have withheld the dew, and 
the earth has withheld its produce. (11)And I have called for a 
drought on the land and the hills, on the grain, the new wine, 
the oil, on what the ground brings forth, on man and beast, 
and on all their labors.”"
