Preterist interpretation of Rev. 1:7

• “clouds”: invisible, divine judgment (Isa. 19:1)

• “pierced”: Jews/Israel guilty of Jesus’ death, singled-out 

for punishment (Acts 2:22-23)

• “tribes”: Israel’s 12 tribes

• “earth”: the land of Israel
